REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION

To the Honorable State Personnel Board of Review:

This matter comes on due to Appellant's April 28, 2011 filing of an appeal from
his removal from a position with Appellee, Public Utilities Commission of Ohio. It is
unrebutted that Appellant was removed during his initial probationary period.
Because there is no right to appeal from a removal which occurs during an initial
probationary period, I conclude that the State Personnel Board of Review lacks
jurisdiction over the subject matter of the instant appeal. (RC. 124.27).

It is noted that Appellant has requested mediation in this matter. While the
parties are always free to discuss mediation, it does not appear to be the province
of this Board to request that the parties mediate a matter over which this Board
clearly lacks subject matter jurisdiction.

Therefore, I respectfully RECOMMEND that the State Personnel Board of
Review DISMISS the instant appeal for lack of jurisdiction over its subject matter,
pursuant to RC. 124.27.
